(d) The assessor shall, upon the request of an assessee or his or her designated representative, permit the assessee 
or representative to inspect or copy any market data in the assessor's possession. For purposes of this subdivision, 
"market data" means any information in the assessor's possession, whether or not required to be prepared or kept 
by him or her, relating to the sale of any property comparable to the property of the assessee, if the assessor bases 
his or her assessment of the assessee's property, in whole or in part, on that comparable sale or sales. The assessor 
shall provide the names of the seller and buyer of each property on which the comparison is based, the location of 
that property, the date of the sale, and the consideration paid for the property, whether paid in money or otherwise. 
However, for purposes of providing market data, the assessor may not display any document relating to the business 
affairs or property of another.

(e)(1) With respect to information, documents, and records, other than market data as defined in subdivision (d), the 
assessor shall, upon request of an assessee of property, or his or her designated representative, permit the assessee or 
representative to inspect or copy all information, documents, and records, including auditors' narrations and workpapers, 
whether or not required to be kept or prepared by the assessor, relating to the appraisal and the assessment of the 
assessee's property, and any penalties and interest thereon.
