If you do not respond by January 10, 2020, you will receive a ballot that
does not include candidates for President.

NPP voters can choose one of these four ballots: No Party Preference (with no presidential
candidates), American Independent Party, Democratic Party, or Libertarian Party. The postcard
must be returned to the Office of Elections by January 10. The voter will receive the ballot of
their choice in February.

If an NPP voter wants to vote a Republican, Green, or Peace and Freedom party ballot, they will
have to reregister to change their party affiliation.

Now is a good time for all voters to check their registration status to make sure they are ready
for the primary. Go to voterstatus.sos.ca.gov to check your voter registration, including your
