Right—of-way acquisition for the preject will be financed by grants
from Caltrans and the Coastal Conservancy.

Azcess - Sectilon 30210 of the Coastal Act provides:

“In carrying out the requirement of Sectien 2 of Article XV of

the Celifeorria Constitution, maxinum access, which shall be con-
spicuously posted, and recreational opportunities shall be provided
for all the people consistent with public safety needs and the

need to protect public rights, rights of private property cwners,
and natural resource arcas from overuse."

In addition, Section 30212 of the Coastal Act provides, in part:

"Public access from the nearest public rcadway tothe shoreline and
along the coast shall be provided in new development projects
except where (1) it is incoansistent with the protection of fragile
coastal resources, or (2) agriculture would be adversely affected.
Dedicated accessway shall not be required to be.opened to public
use until a public agency or private association agrees to accept
responsibility for maintenance and 1iability of the accessway.”

The project will provide rnew vertical access from the trail right—of-
way to the ocean at Clam Beach County Park. Together with existing

state and county parks, thc project provides a continuous coastal

trail route along the coast from Moonstone to rural county roads souvh

of Mad River. Adverse impacts to sensitive habitat areas, such as

the wetlands at Widow Vhite Creex, will be minimized by feabures of the
projsctts design and construction, such as the use of cterping stones

and walkways. Trail routes through egricultural areas will be restricted
to existing fenced county right~of~ways, The project conforms to
Section‘§0270~and Section 20212 of the Coastal Act,

3) EEE}EEQE - Section 30233 of the Coastal Act provides, in part:

(a) "The infilling of wetlands shall be permitted in accordance
with other appliceble provisions of this division, where there
- is no feasible less environmentally damaging alternative, and

The prcject involves the placement of fill during trail construction
in dune hollows and freshwater wetlands at Widow White Creek.
According to the negative declaraticn for the project, trail croesings
